W h i t e  P e o n y  
Harvest only during a brief  period in early Spring,  

white tea is the unopened bud of  the tea plant. Classic white tea is smooth and savory. 
 

D a r j e e l i n g  
These organic, golden orange pekoe tea leaves are grown on the rolling hills of  Darjeeling, India.  

This rich drink evokes the quality tea from India, and its subtle astringency pairs perfectly with dessert.  
 

A f r i c a n  S u n s e t  R e d  T e a  
A decaffeinated red tea (also called rooibos - “roy-bus”) brews up rich and  

lemony with just a hint of  lemongrass tang.  Rooibos is high in antioxidants and trace minerals.  

 
 

E a r l  G r e y  
Sweet, lemony leaves meld perfectly with the distinctive citrus flavor  
of  fresh bergamot oil extracted from the rind of  bergamot oranges.  

 
 

A s s a m  E n g l i s h  B r e a k f a s t
